1. Start by measuring each wall of the room and recording the inside dimensions. Measure at the øoor then again in  the center of the 
wall and at the ceiling, this will for accuracy and to ensure squareness. If you ever need help or have any questions please call anytime!

2. Locate the centerline of the sink and record that onto your drawing, indicate water supply, natural gas supply or 220-volt electric services. 

3. Next measure each wall individually recording all ritical measurements to include all the obstacles and their location (i.e outlets, 
switches, lioghts, cables, heat registers, phone jacks, doors, windows).

4. 4. Measure the height of window sill, height and width of the window and doors and height of ceiling and soffits. Record this information 
on the door, window, and soffit charts.
